TEZY SESJIPOSTEROWEJ:

1. Rozw¢j wiedzy i technologii wptywa na obraz
przysziosci. Nauczanie architektury i urbanistyki — to
przekazywanie zasad i wartosci wptywajgcych na
ksztattowanie przestrzeni.

Jej ksztalt formuje sie
z fragmentarycznych podejs¢, jak z puzzli powstaje spojny
obraz. To wymaga odpowiedzialnosci.

5. Ksztattowanie swiadomych i rzetelnych tworcéw wigze
sie z przekazywaniem wiedzy oraz z zaangazowaniem
studentdw w proces badawczy. Wiedza nie ptynie tylko
z goéry na doét. Nauczyciele ksztatcg studentéw, a oni
nauczycieli.

THESIS POSTER SESSION:

1. The advancement of knowledge and technology affects
the image of the future. The teaching of architecture and
urban planning is the transmission of principles and values
that shape space.

We strive to pursue beauty,
design universally, implement the new European Bauhaus,
introduce sustainable development, address climate
challenges, and create spatial order. Together, we aim
to explore the “new”.

7. The future of Cracow University of Technology serves
as the backdrop for our deliberations. We are reflecting on
architecture and urban planning for the Czyzyny campus.
We envision its space as a hallmark of the city. Therefore,
all outcomes combining research and teaching to shape
visions of the future are of interest — constructing a picture of
a new world from fragments.
